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Our Maths Investigation Week has been brllllant thanks
to the exciting programme of activities prepared by the
staff. Our Reception children had so much fun
exploring the wonderful world of maths! They started
the week in Gotham City counting how many bricks
had been used to make each building. From there they
made their own weird and wonderful 2D shaped
buildings and then went off on a shape hunt around our
outdoor garden. Our Y1 pupils enjoyed a Jack and the
Beanstalk maths challenge at the beginning of the week
and they also investigated how wide a castle moat
would have to be to stop any of the Y1 children
jumping over it. This involved lots of measuring,
counting and investigating. Y2 also did lots of
measuring to help them bake some delicious giant
crispy cakes. They decorated them with icing which
involved using fractions and lines of symmetry. They
have also made an animal rescue shelter and used
money to purchased items. Y3 designed their own
pizzas. They had to described the toppings on each
slice of pizza in terms of the fraction and write clues for
the other pupils which included a lot of problem
solving. Our Y4 pupils received a letter from Haribo.
The company were concerned that someone in the
factory had been eating the sweets and the class had to
work out the fractions of each type of sweet. They also
made flatbread outside on an open fire again using
fractions, multiplication and division. Our Y5 students
linked their studies to their Viking project considering
probability and runic puzzles. They estimated angles
using skipping ropes, and did something called the 17
trains investigation” with Jacque and Holly being the
first to get the answer. The class also completed an
interesting time challenge which included calculating a
million seconds! Y6 have been busy building and
manipulating shapes to support their revision of the
properties of 2d shapes, area, perimeter and angles.
They also used various containers and ‘lots’ of water to
estimate the volume of different containers.

The above are only a snippet of the brilliant maths work
that has taken place right across the school this week.
Unfortunately there is not room in our newsletter to
include details of everything, but the staff have
uploaded some brilliant pictures onto MarvellousMe
and Twitter - why not take a look!
