SCIENCE LKS2/ UKS2 

We will be continuing with our plant topic. We 
will identify and describe the functions of 
different parts of flowering plants: roots, 
stem/trunk, leaves and flowers. We will also 
explore the requirements of plants for life and 
growth (air, light, water, nutrients from soil, and 
room to grow) and how they vary from plant to 
plant.UKS2 will be learning about living things 
and their habitats. They will be looking at the life 
cycles of mammals and how to classify.
